Hospital mortality in patients with severe acute pancreatitis remains high. Some of these patients develop in-
creased intra-abdominal pressure which may contribute to organ dysfunction.

The aim is to study a role of an intra-abdominal hypertension at a severe acute pancreatitis. Sixty-five patients
with severe acute pancreatitis who had been treated from 2005 to 2007 were studied.

It is suggested that intra-abdominal pressure monitoring may be used as a marker of the severity and prognosis

of severe acute pancreatitis.
